Em resposta a mais recente situagdo relativa a epidemia do novo coronavirus, e a fim de
colaborar com as medidas publicas de prote¢dao e prevencao de doengas, D. Shephen LEE
Bun-sang promulga agora a seguinte directiva para a Diocese de Macau:

(1) Da 6 a 19 de Fevereiro de 2020 (total de 14 dias), todas as Missas para o publico na
Diocese estardo suspensas e as igrejas permanecerdo fechadas.

(2) Todas as Missas para o publico estardo suspensas em todas as igrejas, capelas de
comunidades e de lares de idosos na Diocese.

(3) Os fiéis sdo aconselhados a ndo sair de casa, a ndo ser em caso de necessidade. Durante
os dias em que ndo se pode assistir as missas na igreja, facam-se outros actos de piedade,
como a lectio divina, a comunhao espiritual e o rosario em casa.

(4) As congregagoes masculinas e femininas, as sociedades de vida apostolica, a Prelatura
Pessoal, as comunidades religiosas e os varios centros podem celebrar as suas proprias
Missas, mas nao devem ser abertas ao publico.

(5) Para aqueles que precisam de recorrer ao Sacramento da Reconciliagdo (Confissao),
facam, por favor, marcacdo individual com os sacerdotes das Paroquias ou com outros
Padres disponiveis; as Confissdes devem ser atendidas em lugares, se possivel, bem
ventilados. Os servi¢os matrimonial e funerario podem ser celebrados mediante acordo
especial entre o Paroco, as partes envolvidas e suas familias.

(6) Todas as reunides e conferéncias da Diocese, incluindo a escola dominical e a catequese,
também de adultos, devem ser adiadas, até 19 de fevereiro.

(7) A Diocese disponibilizara um link no website da Diocese para as Missas transmitidas
online no Domingo e nos dias da semana, de 6 a 19 de fevereiro:
Domingo (9 e 16 de fevereiro): 9:15 (Cantonés) / 11:00 (Portugués) / 17:00 (inglés)
Dias da semana: 7:45 (cantonés) / 18:00 (portugués)
Os fiéis devem ser incentivados a assistir a transmissdo, em directo, da missa, ¢ fazer
uma comunhao espiritual orando:
“Meu Jesus, creio que Vos estais no Santissimo Sacramento. Amo-Vos acima de
todas as coisas e desejo-Vos na minha alma. Como agora ndo posso receber-Vos
sacramentalmente, vinde pelo menos espiritualmente ao meu coracdo. Como se Vos
jd tivesse recebido, abraco-Vos e uno-me inteiramente a Vos e ndo permitais que me
separe de Vos. Amen.”

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Chancery Notice

In response to the latest situation regarding the Novel Coronavirus epidemic and in order to
cooperate with the public protection and disease prevention measures, Bishop Shephen LEE
Bun-sang has promulgated the following directive for the Catholic Diocese of Macau:

(1) From 6th to 19th February, 2020 (a total of 14 days), all scheduled Public Masses in the
Diocese are suspended and churches will remain closed.

(2) All scheduled Public Masses are suspended in all churches, community chapels and
elderly homes in the Diocese.

(3) The faithful are advised not to go out unless necessary. During these days when one
cannot attend Masses at church, please perform other acts of piety such as lectio divina,
spiritual communion, and rosary at home.

(4) The men’s and women's Congregations, Societies of Apostolic Life, Personal Prelature,
and religious communities and centers are to arrange their own Masses, but they should
not be open to the public.

(5) For those who need to have recourse to the Sacrament of Reconciliation (Confession),
please make individual appointments with priests in the parish or other priests available;
confessions should be arranged to be heard in well ventilated places whenever possible.
Marriage and Funeral services may be celebrated by special arrangement between Parish
Priests, the parties concerned and their families.

(6) All gatherings and conferences in the Diocese, including Sunday school and adult
catechetical classes are to be postponed until 19th February.

(7) The Diocese will provide a link on the diocesan website to the broadcast Masses on
Sunday and weekdays from 6th to 19th February:
Sunday (9th and 16th February): 9:15 am (Cantonese) / 11:00 am (Portuguese) / 5:00 PM (English)

Weekdays: 7:45 am (Cantonese) / 6:00 PM (Portuguese)

The Faithful should be encouraged to watch the live broadcast of Mass and make a
Spiritual Communion praying:

"My Jesus, I believe that you are in the Blessed Sacrament. I love you above all
things, and I long for you in my soul. Since I cannot now receive you sacramentally,
come at least spiritually into my heart. As though you have already come, I embrace
you and unite myself entirely to you; never permit me to be separated from you.
Amen."
